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There are times in a Parish such 
as ours that we do not realize 
how lucky we are.  We have  
over 186 Families/units in the 
Parish, we have around 120 
worshippers at the Sunday 
services, another 30 or so at the 
Retirement Village Services,  
15 who recei ve Home 
Communions.   Each of you 
contribute in so many ways to 
the Parish, financially, with 
work, and assistance in many 
ways.  We have many activities 
at both the Churches, we have 
three guild/MU groups, three 
Fellowship/study groups, two 
choral groups and now, we 
hope, the start of a small youth 
group.  In all of this, we are a 
stable Parish, financially, and 
in so many ways we are a 
close-knit family, which even 
w i th t he two church 
communi t i es cont i nues 
gradually to knit together.  Two 
recent experiences have led me 
to give great thanks to God for 
al l  of  the people and 
happenings in this Parish and 
for the support in so many way. 
 
The first was my recent visit to 
Condamine and Miles.  Thanks 
to Fr Ben and Fr Cameron, this 
was possible. 
 
From 1974 to 1979, I was 
Principal at Condamine State 
School, and the children I 
taught then are now grown into 
adulthood.  I have had requests 
to celebrate their marriages and 
to be with them on significant 
occasions in their lives.  The 
latest of these was that I was 
asked to Baptize the child of 
one of my former students, 
whose marri age I  had 
celebrated.  This soon 

developed in to a 
“Can you do ….... 
too?”   until we 
had 5 children for 
Baptism.  In this 
s o r t  o f 
Community, this 
is a community 
festival, so the 
small Church was 
quite unsuitable 
for the occasion.  

We held the Baptisms at the 
local Sports Club, with over 
180 in attendance, and naturally 
finished off the time with a 
meal and a glass or two. 
 
The next morning being 
Sunday, I had volunteered to 
conduct the services at Miles 
and Dulacca (Dulacca is about 
30 minutes drive west of 
Miles).  Miles cannot afford a 
full time Parish priest.  They 

can afford a half time priest, 
but can get no one.  They have 
had a few locums since the last 
priest left.  They have a 
Rectory and Parish car, but no 
one to take up the challenge-
perhaps it is because it is two 
and a half hours west of 
Toowoomba-too much in the 
“sticks.”    Fr Graham Oates 
from Chinchilla visits them 
once a month for Holy 
Communion, but on other 
Sundays it is up to the L.A’s to 
lead Morning Prayer.  The out 
centres of  Col umbool a, 
Condamine, Dri l lham and 
Dulacca do not get a service 
unless someone can go there 
for a weekend. 
 
I had a wonderful weekend 
with great hospitality and felt 
the thanks of the people there 
for giving them my time. I am 
amazed that, though Bishop 

Rob Nolan has asked for clergy 
support, so few clergy-full 
time, Honorary or retired, are 
willing to assist by giving one 
weekend. 
 
The other case is closer to 
home at Jimboomba, just over 
an hour’s drive from here, near 
Beaudesert.   Jimboomba is a 
rapi dl y expanding area, 
particularly as a “dormitory 
suburb’  for southern Brisbane. 
They have not been able to 
afford a full time priest for a 
few years and have been 
supported by part time Locums 
including Fr Brian Lynes and 
Fr John Bedford.  Last 
Wednesday, the Rev’d Jackie 
Lidgate was commissioned as 
part time priest for that Parish.    
They have had a difficult time 
these past few years and we 
pray that they may now be able 
to go forward. 
 
So, when we feel we have a 
problem in the Parish, let us put 
it into perspective.  When we 
look at what we do not have, let 
us give thanks that we do havedo havedo havedo have 
so much. When we want to we 
complain about hymns, let us 
give thanks that we can have 
hymns and choirs and organists 
and organizers to present them. 
When we want to we complain 
about our services, let us give 
thanks that we can have regular 
services.  When we want to we 
complain about what others do 
not do, let us give thanks that 
we can have others who do do. 
 
In this Parish, we have been 
blessed with so much.  Let us 
always remember that others do 
not have the same blessings in 
their Parish and give thanks to 
God for all his goodness to us, 
and pray for those Parishes in 
need.
