All is happy on the Scripture class scene. It wasn’ t so happy in mid-August when a few dissident 
teachers and students went to the high school principal and misrepresented what the guest speaker 
of the annual Year 11 and 12 seminar, had said. All is straightened out now and we say thank you 
God for answered prayer as future seminars were to be cancelled! They are happy to have us in the 
school. Another thing for which to give praise and thanks to God, is the number of Palm Beach 
children who are returning to RE after a campaign against RE by a Jewish mother who sat in on a 
lesson on the Good Samaritan and then told the school that the story was a load of rubbish!  
 
The last series of new lessons has just been implemented, following a revamp of the syllabus 
which ran from 1996 to 2002. The new set of lessons which started in 2003, has series A, B, and 
C. This means that our expenditure on teaching manuals will be considerably less in future, but I 
am grateful for the many teachers who pay for their own manuals. This has helped our $11,000 pa 
budget enormously. Churches and schools have also defrayed the cost of children’s workbooks but 
three schools still get workbooks at no cost to themselves. I have a lot of the previous children’s 
workbooks and teaching aids stored at my place, and I will offer them to outback parishes who 
want them. There is an arrangement with Queensland Rail for free freight on the Westlander train 
for such items. 
 
It was a great privilege to teach the Bible and English in a Shatin (New Territories) school in Hong 
Kong recently. (The church is held in the school.)  In a population of 6.8 million, there are 1300 
churches and 250,000 Christians. A camp held at the YMCA’s huge complex, drew 400 students 
at the end of the two week’s of teaching and 100 teens made commitments to Christ! My church 
over there wants me to come again next July!

number of years ago when Coastal Parishes were asked to support Rural Parishes in the drought 
times.  I recently took Brian and Ruth Talbot with me to look at the bell.  Brian feels that we can 
swing it at St Peter's for little cost.  On Sunday, 28th August, when I took the services at St Pe-
ter's Southport, and Fr Sid Rogers was here in this Parish, I was telling the story of the bell to a 
long time friend of mine from our days in Apex.  He will have done for us, free, the welding 
work needed for construction of the frame to hold the bell  
 
By the time you read this, many of you will have been with me on 10th September to collect the 
bell from Laidley.  I’m sure it won’ t be long before we have bells pealing out for services, after 
weddings and tolling for funerals from St Peter's.
