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Each year at this time, one 
turns one’s thoughts to what 
Christmas is all about.

cap”  tops.  Every so often, she 
brings in a bag with often 300 
tops ($30 worth). This does not 
take a lot of energy or muscle, 
but it helps.  Thanks, Myrtle, 
for a great idea. 
 
The cost of producing this 
magazine is considerable, but it 
seems to be well accepted and 
people seem to want to keep it 
going.  For the first time, you 
will see advertising on the back 
page-f rom Russel l  Fi rth 
Integrity Funerals,  Max Wheat 
f rom that company has 
arranged for them to sponsor 
for us the cost of all the paper 
used for a whole year.

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Charles Darwin (1809-1882) upset the world with his book "The Origin of 
Species" and his theory of Natural Selection. Back then, and for many years 
since, a cell – the basic building block of all living things - was understood to 
consist of a nucleus, some protoplasm, and a skin to keep it together. A few 
more bits, but basically a very simple structure. Fairly easy then, to assume that 
small changes could have big results. Darwin's followers theorised that every 
living thing on earth started out as a single cell somewhere back in time, that 
somehow (never explained) suddenly came to life. Terms like "primordial 
soup", (sounds messy, was messy – if it did exist), and lightning-triggered 
spontaneous creation of living organisms entered the lexicon, and came to be 
believed as facts rather than theories. But these theories are not science. They 
did have the effect, however, of relegating Genesis to the status of religious 
myth for a hundred or so years. 
 
In today's world, we know that a single cell consists of thousands of quite 
distinct parts, including DNA, which itself is a very complex molecular arrangement, and a huge variety 
of proteins, all different.  
 
This complexity is discussed in fairly simple language in the book "In Six Days", a compilation of the 
work of 50 different scientists, all highly qualified in their respective fields, and all convinced that 
Genesis is a true record: God created the world in six literal days. Remember, these are top-level 
scientists, not theologians. 
 
They prove that development of the earth in any other way is impossible. Evolution is not only poor 
logic, it simply doesn't work. Even though I have always believed in the Biblical origins, I was of many 
who decided that the 'days' quoted in Genesis were in fact some very lengthy period of time, to allow 
development and growth. I am now totally convinced that the six days are really six, 24-hour days. One 
of the contributors, John JG Kramey PhD (Biochemistry) has only one question to ask, after a learned 
dissertation regarding the chemistry of life "Why did He take so long?" He finds the answer in the 
orderliness given to us by God – he used six days to give to us a blueprint for our use of time – "Six days 
shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:  But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou 
shalt not do any work (Exodus 20: 9-10). God did not need six days – a click of the fingers would do, 
but we needed the example of time management. 
 
The contributors are impressive – all have PhDs in their own speciality, and they all reach the same 
conclusion from different start points using their own research and data. At the risk of boredom, I feel it 
is worth listing the diversity of expertise found here; Mechanical Engineering, Biology, Biochemistry, 
Medical Research, Physical Chemistry, Physics, Organic Chemistry, Inorganic Chemistry, Horticulture, 
Mathematics, Theoretical Chemistry, Medical Physics, Geophysics, Botany, Zoology, Nuclear Physics, 
Meteorology, Orthodontics, Geology, Geography, Architecture, Hydrometallurgy, Forestry Research, 
and Information Science. This is no collection of weirdos with attitude, they are real scientists with real 
qualifications. 
 
The common theme throughout is that life is so complex it could never have evolved. Each cell, as seen 
above, consist of thousands of totally interdependent parts. If one does not work, the cell dies. Instantly. 
In other words, all the pieces had to have been put together at the same instant, in full working order. It 
is a big ask to assume that these multitudinous bits grew and evolved over millions of years and 
suddenly one day it all fired up. An intelligent designer, God, is the only way it could happen. 
 
The other problem for evolutionist is the huge gaps in the fossil record. There is, quite simply, absolutely 
no continuity. This has been proven so by observation over many years, and evolutionists' unsuccessful 
searches for the 'missing link". Recent use of DNA technology – DNA can be sourced from very old 
remains - shows that there is no consistent continuity even in the simplest species, let alone animals, 
even of the lower orders.  
 
This is a fairly concentrated read, but well worth while. It is enlightening and encouraging in a world 
where belief is regarded as a bit simplistic, and The Bible as a funny old history book. Here at last is true 
scientific backing for the truth of the Word of God. Not that we need it – but many do.
